Materials Information System (WHMIS) training; however, some of the other training modules
are presently being reviewed to determine if they are necessary. Ms. Barreto also suggested
health and training sessions may be held to assist the pumpers.

MUNICIPALITY OF LEAMINGTON

AlM:

To receive Council authorization to proceed with drain maintenance projects prior to adopting
the 2012 Municipal Budget.

BACKGROUND:

Drain maintenance projects fall under one line item in the Drainage Operating Budget with a
lump sum amount for maintenance of drains and operating expenses at the pumping stations.
This budget amount is then used to complete maintenance on various drains throughout the
year as deemed necessary by the Superintendent. Maintenance expenditures are then levied
against the benefiting drains the following tax year.

Historically drain maintenance was re-active, relying on the landowners to advise the
Superintendent that work is required.

Individual drain maintenance projects are not normally approved by Council, and the
Superintendent is responsible to manage the maintenance projects within the approved budget.

COMMENTS:

Municipal Drain maintenance must now follow the normal policies and procedures of the
Municipality, however, the Superintendent is finding it difficult to coordinate between:

1. Municipal policy and budget timelines

2. MNR time lines for hibernation, etc.

3. ERCA and DFO timelines for spawning, hibernation, etc.
4. Farmer's schedules for planting and harvest

5. Weather hindrances

According to Policy F17, projects under $40,000.00 do not require Council approval, however,
Council’s approval is required to award the maintenance contracts, described below, since the
2012 Municipal budget has not been approved. Staff note that the timing window between
turtles coming out of hibernation and fish beginning to spawn is March 1% to March 15". The
Superintendent is confident that these projects can be completed within that timing window. (if
thf—) projects do not receive approval then the next available time to do the work will be after July
1%).
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The following projects were part of the 2011 Drain Maintenance budget, and were tendered in
August of 2011. However due to a very wet spring and several “emergency repairs” the drain
maintenance budget was already exhausted in August of 2011. Therefore, these projects did

not proceed to construction. Following is a list of the priority projects for 2012.

Tenders were let on each of the following in August of 2011:

1. 1% Concession Road Drain East

All costs relating to this project will be assessed to the affected landowners. And since the
road affected by this project is County Rd 20 there may be a municipal cost since this is the
segment of County Road 20 being assumed by the Municipality.

As noted
above, costs will be assessed as per the current by-laws on file and then will be added to the

2013 Tax Bills.

NEW MAINTENANCE SCHEDULE
MUNICIPALITY OF LEAMINGTON

AlIM:

To obtain a resolution of Council to appoint Rood Engineering Inc. to prepare a New
Maintenance Schedule Report, pursuant to the provisions of Section 76, of 7he Drainage Act
R.S.0. 1990.

BACKGROUND:
A request for drain maintenance on the East Ogle Drain was received October 19, 2011 since a
portion of the drain is experiencing drainage issues.

The Drainage Superintendent then reviewed the most current Drainage Report dated October
10", 1973 and passed under by-law 3120. A subsequent connection report was then completed
on August 3™, 1983 and passed under by-law 4040 to assess additional land to the East Ogle
Drain.

Normally, the Drainage superintendent, after reviewing the current drainage report, would: hold
a site meeting and call tenders to clean the drain, clean the drain under the general
maintenance program, and assess all lands according to that assessment schedule. In this case
the assessment schedule does not clearly address who benefits from this drain.

COMMENTS:
Since the 1973 Report was adopted by Council, it appears that 14 parcels have changed in size,
and severances completed without proper apportionment agreements.

Varying original assessments for maintenance

76. (1) The council of any local municipality liable for contribution to a drainage works in connection with
which conditions have changed or circumstances have arisen such as to justify a variation of the assessment for
maintenance and repair of the drainage works may make an application to the Tribunal, of which notice has been
given to the head of every other municipality affected by the drainage works, for permission to procure a report of an
engineer to vary the assessment, and, in the event of such permission being given, such council may appoint an
engineer for such purpose and may adopt the report but, if all the lands and roads assessed or intended to be
assessed lie within the limits of one local municipality, the council of that municipality may procure and adopt such
report without such permission. R.S.0. 1990, c. D.17, s. 76 (1); 2006, c. 19, Sched. A, s. 6 (1).
Proceedings on report of engineer

(2) The proceedings upon such report, excepting appeals, shall be the same, as nearly as may be, as upon
the report for the construction of the drainage works. R.S.0. 1990, c. D.17, s. 76 (2).
Appeal from report of engineer

(3) Any council served with a copy of such report may, within forty days of such service, appeal to the Tribunal
from the finding of the engineer as to the portion of the cost of the drainage works for which the municipality is liable.
R.S.0. 1990, c. D.17, s. 76 (3); 2006, c. 19, Sched. A, s. 6 (1).
Appeal from assessment

(4) Any owner of land assessed for maintenance or repair may appeal from the assessment in the report on
the grounds and in the manner provided by section 52 in the case of the construction of the drainage works. R.S.O.
1990, c. D.17, s. 76 (4).
Basis of future assessments

(5) An assessment determined under this section shall thereafter, until it is further varied, form the basis of
any assessment for maintenance or repair of the drainage works affected thereby. R.S.0. 1990, c. D.17, s. 76 (5).
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The work should not proceed before the by-law is passed unless emergency designation is
obtained from the "Director" pursuant to the Drainage Act. There could be implications to grant
eligibility if procedures do not follow the Drainage Act requirements. This work should not
proceed before a new report is completed and new by-law passed.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

The project is not yet listed in the 2012 Municipal Drainage budget. Staff suggest that the
Unforeseen Projects Budget Account #2-680-8940-8940 be used for an amount of $4,000.00 to
create this schedule. This is an estimate and would be assessed back to all affected
landowners on the new assessment schedule.

Once Council has adopted the New Maintenance Schedule, the cost to clean the drain will come
from the Drain Maintenance Budget and charged back to everyone as per the newly created
assessment schedule.

There will be a municipal cost to this project since Mersea Road 10 and Mersea Road 11 are
assessed for these works.

RECOMMENDATION:

That Leamington Council appoint Rood Engineering Inc. to prepare an Engineer’s Report
pursuant to Section 76 of the Drainage Act, to provide for an Updated Maintenance Schedule on
the East Ogle Drain (DR 7-12).
