REQUEST TO RELOCATE A PORTION OF THE DRAIN
PART OF LOT 4&5, CONCESSION 3,
MUNICIPALITY OF LEAMINGTON

AlM:

To adopt the Engineer's Report prepared by N.J. Peralta Engineering dated January 24, 2012,
for the relocation of a portion of the George W. Irwin Drain pursuant to the provisions of Section
78 of The Drainage ActR.S.0. 1990.

BACKGROUND:

On Monday, December 5, 2011 Council enacted the following resolution:
No. C-477-11

That Leamington Council appoint N.J. Peralta Engineering for the preparation of a report
together with the necessary plans and profile to provide for the relocation of a portion of
the George W. Irwin Drain pursuant to Section 78 of the Drainage Act (AMCO Farms
Inc.);

And that all costs be charged to Account number 2-680-8244-7630;

And that the Essex Region Conservation Authority be advised of the proposed drain
relocation. (Report DR 49-11).

COMMENTS:

The property owner, AMCO Farms Inc., represented by Fausto Amicone, has requested an
addition to the loading dock / greenhouse area. In order to extend the existing greenhouse, the
drain must be relocated to the east.

The project consists of the following:

Re-aligning approx. 129.8m of the George W. Irwin Drain to the east of the existing alignment to
accommodate a greenhouse expansion. The improvements include:

o the construction of a 3.0m wide berm along the entire east bank of the re-aligned
portion of the drain

o replacement of 2 access bridges along the re-aligned portion of the drain

o quarried limestone erosion protection along the entire west bank of the re-aligned
portion of the drain, at each bend and transition, and adjacent to each concrete
filled jutebag headwall.
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Mr. Amicone would like to move the process along as quickly as possible, but staff recommends
that the only way to proceed without jeopardizing the 1/3 grant is to follow the Drainage Act
timelines and tender the project.

We can speed up the tendering process if the landowner wishes to sign a “Waiver to Appeal”
that he agrees to the engineer’s estimate, and will not appeal during the Court of Revision
process. This will save about 3 weeks.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

There is no financial impact on the 2012 Municipal Budget since the applicant will be paying the
costs by way of a deposit.

Staff recommend that the “normal process” of The Drainage Act be followed including appeals, if
any, and tendering of the project, making the project eligible for the 1/3 ADIP Grant.

RECOMMENDATION:

That the Engineer’'s Report dated January 24, 2012, as prepared by Tony Peralta, P.Eng., N. J.
Peralta Engineering Ltd, re: George W. Irwin Drain - Relocation for AMCO, be adopted;

AND THAT, Council authorize the project be tendered and should the said tenders be within the
engineer’s estimate, $88,811.00 (plus applicable taxes) and subject to receipt of deposit and Mr.
Amicone agrees, that Mayor and Clerk be authorized to award the tender and enter into
necessary agreements;

AND THAT By-law 195-12 authorizing the work be presented to Council for 1st and 2nd reading.
And that the Clerk send by prepaid mail a copy of the By-law and Notice of the Court of Revision
to each of the affected parties;

AND THAT a Court of Revision be held on the 27th day of February, 2011, and that Gerard
Rood, P.Eng., Allan Botham, P.Eng., Manager of Engineering Services and Lu-Ann Barreto,
Drainage Superintendent, be appointed as Commissioners to let and superintend the said
drainage works (DR 5-12);
