Essex Region Conservation Authority Report BD 04/10 dated February 1, 2010 re: Southeast

John Tofflemire, Director of Community Services, explained the municipality expects to receive copies
of the addendum to Concept E, as well as the shoreline mitigation study being conducted by the
federal government in the near future, following which, a report will be provided to council by
administration.

Mr. Tofflemire explained his belief the Essex Region Conservation Authority (ERCA) must present the
report to their Board prior to any other body considering it. He suggested the Southeast Leamington
Stakeholders’ Committee (SELSC) will provide public input to council.

Mr. Tofflemire suggested administration prepare a report to council that will consolidate all materials to
date and provide comments and suggestions on how council should proceed with the matter.

He further
noted he was informed by voicemail from the Chair of the ERCA Board that no decisions will be made
on February 18, 2010.

Mayor Adams noted he spoke with Anthony Leardi, Chair of the ERCA Board of Directors, and
informed him he would like to appear as a delegation if necessary.

Bill Marck, Chief Administrative Officer, noted he had received a copy of the questionnaire from Parks
Canada, and confirmed he will contact Marian Stranak, Park Superintendent for Point Pelee in order to
express Council’'s comments.

Councillor Enns inquired when council will be considering the report regarding a second dwelling
agreement on Mersea Road 6. Mr. Sweet noted the report will be considered at the February 15,
2010 council meeting, as he has been out of town and he requested the Planner retained by the
property owner attend council on that date.

Councillor Enns requested an update on a property that was the subject of a recent Ontario Municipal
Board decision regarding a proposed salvage yard. Brian Sweet, Director of Corporate Services,
noted the property owner informed him he has removed a large amount of the salvage material and
that no new material has been brought on site. Mr. Sweet confirmed the Municipal Law Enforcement
Officers have been monitoring the property. With respect to the pile of rock wool on the property, Mr.
Sweet explained the property owner has had a problem removing the material and the pile is frozen.
Mr. Sweet noted the parties are working on a consensual date by which all material must be removed.

In response to an inquiry from council, the Manager confirmed the zoning change of the property
does not affect taxes, as the Municipal Property Assessment Corporation (MPAC) bases
assessments on how a property is utilized.

Mayor Adams confirmed there were no other residents in attendance regarding the proposed
housekeeping amendment.

On Aprit 2, 2009, the Sun PArlour Players wrote a letter to Leamington Council. We had had
occasion to visit the old Bank of Montreal building on Erie South and had been impressed by its
potential to be a handsome home for the performing arts in downtown Leamington.

At that time, Leamington Council was considering the construction of a new town hall. It was
keeping the BMO as a backup for office space in the event the new building would not happen.
Now Leamington has begun construction of its new hall, and the BMO space is available for
other purposes.

We are still interested.

We reiterate what we stated in our earlier letter .If council allows the performing arts to assume
control of the building, it will become a building for all the performing arts, not just for the Sun
Parlour Players. We will make space available to individuals, to community groups and to
schools for performances of all kinds, musical , theatrical and dance. Organizations needing
space for public meetings will be invited to use the building.

We have worked closely with the South Essex Arts association and with Leamington Council
and Administration for many years to find a home for the performing arts. We are grateful for
the ongoing interest and support of the Municipality in our pursuit of this goal. ‘
This may be the moment.

We would like to meet with you to decide how this could best be accomplished., whether

through a transfer of ownership, or a long term lease. Whatever the terms, the municipality
should always be assured that it would be the owner in the unlikely event the venture failed..

RE: ERIEQUEST NESSEN PROJECT COLLABORATIVE AGREEMENT
AIM:

To request council authorization to approve a collaborative agreement between the Municipality
of Leamington, Leamington Mersea Historical Society and the ErieQuest Committee to construct
a memorial display for the remains of the Nessen Bow.

BACKGROUND:

1. Administration has for the past several years been meeting with the ErieQuest
Committee with the goal of first to find a suitable location secondly to construct a suitable
memorial display structure to allow the remains of the Nessen to be displayed for public
viewing.

2. The ErieQuest Committee has been gathering background information to assist them
with an application for a Trillium Grant to help fund this project. While in discussions with
Trillium it was learned the ErieQuest Committee was not eligible to apply for a Trillium
grant as they are a committee of Municipal Council.

3. Administration as a result contacted the Leamington Mersea Historical Society to first
inquire if they would be interested in this project and secondly, if they were a registered
not for profit organization, would they take the lead role in applying for Trillium funding to
undertake this project.

4. Administration would confirm that the Leamington Mersea Historical Society was indeed
eligible to apply, and agreeable to take the lead role in applying for Trillium Funding.

5. Administration would confirm that the Trillium grant application would be collaborative
between the Municipality of Leamington, the Leamington Mersea Historical Society, and
to some extent the ErieQuest Committee.

6. Attached for council information and review is a copy of the proposed draft collaborative
agreement for the Trillium application

COMMENTS:

1. The next deadline date for Trillium applications is March 1%, 2010, and successful granting
announcements will be made around July 1%, 2010.



2. Administration suggests if Trillium grant money is approved, that the construction of the
memorial display could go ahead in August/September 2010 subject to budget approval.

FINANCIAL IMPACT

1. The total estimated cost of the project is $90,000.
2. The grant application to Trillium is for $75,000, which will leave an unfunded balance of

$15,000 which has been requested from ErieQuest Capital Budget and will be reviewed
during 2010 Capital Budget deliberations.

RECOMMENDATION:

That Council approve the collaborative between Leamington Mersea Historical Society and the
Corporation of the Municipality of Leamington, to construct a memorial display for the remains of
the Nessen Bow;

And further, that the Corporation of the Municipality of Leamington support a funding application
by the Leamington Mersea Historical Society to the Ontario Trillium Foundation to create the
said memorial display;

And further that the Clerk be authorized to sign the working agreement between the two parties
outlining the duties and collaborative agreement responsibilities. (REC 02/01)
