OPENING COMMENTS FROM THE CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER

Mayor Adams welcomed everyone to the budget meeting, noting the meeting will continue on
Thursday, April 8, 2010 if needed.

Bill Marck, Chief Administrative Officer, explained the 2010 budget was a challenge to assemble as
council requested minimal increases at a time when the municipality is completing $52,000,000.00 in
capital projects. He noted some of the capital projects were contained in the five year capital forecast,
while others were not, however, it was beneficial to accept the various grants the municipality was
successful in securing. He further noted pursuant to the various grants, the municipality is required to
cover one third (1/3) of the project costs.

Mr. Marck informed council staff worked diligently on the budget and that most targets have been met
within the operational portions of the budget. He explained the Director of Finance and Business
Services was instrumental in assisting managers and directors in reviewing their budget submissions
to determine what items should remain and which should be removed in order to maintain as little
increase as possible.
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OVERVIEW OF 2010 BUDGET - TREASURER

Cheryl Horrobin, Director of Finance and Business Services, reviewed the format for the budget
deliberations, noting the meeting is a public meeting and was properly advertised.

The Director provided a summary of the memorandum dated April 1, 2010 regarding the 2010 Draft
Budget Review, which was distributed to council prior to the meeting.

The Director explained the budget determines Leamington’s tax rate and levy, noting there are
outstanding adjustments for water and sanitary charges which were determined by the development
charges study, however they are user rate based and therefore do not affect the budget or tax rate.

With respect to debt, the Director confirmed financing is anticipated. She further confirmed the
amount of debt financing is well within the annual repayment limit for the municipality, and reports will
be provided to council prior to taking on any additional debt. The Director encouraged council to
consider a “pay as you go” fiscal policy for the future.

The Director of Finance and Business Services noted completion of the 2009 year-end report is in
progress and that 2009 was the first year in which the PSAB accounting format was implemented.

Ms. Horrobin reminded council that 2010 is the second of a four year phase in of current value
assessment revisions by the Municipal Property Assessment Corporation (MPAC). She noted the
municipality has not been experiencing much construction growth, however, there will be additional
revenue generated due to the assessment phase-in. The Director suggested council may wish to
diversify the tax assessment base, as there has been a significant shift from industrial to commercial
rates.

The Director informed council the draft budget would result in a 5.94% increase in the general tax levy
and a 4.82% increase in the urban levy. The increases would result in an increase of $69.56 for a
home assessed at $150,000.00, which includes the $10.82 urban rate. The Director further informed
council the resulting tax rates would increase by 2.24% for the general and 2.34% for the urban tax
levy. It was noted a 1% tax levy increase results in an increase of $12.84 in property taxes for a home
assessed at $150,000.00.

The Director highlighted items contained in the 2010 draft operational and capital budgets.

A discussion ensued regarding insurance rates paid by the municipality, as it was noted all
municipalities have experienced higher rates. Benefit rates were also discussed, and it was confirmed
council can direct staff to undertake a market review to determine if better rates could be provided by
a different provider.

The Director of Corporate Services explained the municipality utilizes a consulting company regarding
benefits, long term disability and life insurance. He explained the consultant negotiates rates for the
municipality, and provides information on benefit costs prior to collective agreement negotiations. The
Director noted health benefits are extremely expensive and are rising every year. In response to an
inquiry from council, the Director of Corporate Services confirmed information will be provided to
council regarding the former Hydro-Electric Commission retiree benefit costs.

The Director of Finance and Business Services explained HST will become effective on July 1, 2010,
and will have an effect on many costs incurred by the municipality.

The Director of Finance and Business Services reminded council of their request for a “status quo”
budget, excluding projects already approved in principle.



April 7, 2010 - Budget Meeting

GRANT REQUESTS

The Director of Finance and Business Services reviewed the various grant requests submitted to the
municipality for 2010. She noted CFTV34 did not submit a request, however $20,000.00 was included
in the budget for grant requests submitted throughout the year, and that each request will be provided
to council for approval.

REPORTS OF STAFF

The Director of Finance and Business Services provided a summary of the recommended transfers
from reserve funds, including funding from the Collins Estate, Williams Estate and the Parks
Improvement Fund. The Director noted a substantial amount of reserve funds have been used
towards mitigating the need to take on debt for capital projects.

In response to an inquiry from council, the Director confirmed a future report can be provided to council
regarding how fees for items such as diamond lighting are utilized. It was noted the funds have not
been used to date.

The Director of Finance and Business Services provided a summary of the 2010 capital budget, which
includes a five year projection. The Director noted approval of the five year projection is not required,
and was only provided for information. The Director noted the projection may not be achievable.

With respect to capital requests for 2010, the Director of Finance and Business Services explained a
record amount of capital projects are being undertaken, as the municipality has been very fortunate in
recent grant funding allocations. She explained the grants have created challenges, as the
municipality is required to provide funding for the projects, and following completion of the projects,
maintenance and staffing costs will apply.

The Director provided an overview of the grant funding received by the municipality, noting the Seacliff
Park Redevelopment project has been included in the five year capital forecast for some time.

In response to an inquiry from council, the Director of Finance and Business Services explained how
the Ministry of Municipal Affairs determines the municipality’s debt capacity and annual repayment
limit. The Director noted debt service is capped at twenty five percent (25%) of revenues however,
Leamington’s debt is well below that amount.

COMMUNITY SERVICES

John Tofflemire, Director of Community Services, provided an overview of the various departments
within Community Services. The Director explained the proposed budget is essentially status quo,
however the department is currently overseeing more than fifty million dollars ($50,000,000.00) in
capital projects while requesting only a three percent (3%) budget increase.

Community Services Administration

The Director reviewed the proposed 2009 budget, noting there is only a slight increase over 2009.

Public Works Operations

Cam McKay, Manager of Operations, provided an overview of the areas of responsibility for the Public
Works department.
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Roads

Cam McKay provided an overview of the roads department, noting the proposed budget includes a
2.2 % decrease from 20009.

A discussion ensued regarding the recently completed Highway 77 fleet yard, and whether the OPP
will utilize the facility for maintaining its vehicles. Mr. McKay noted if they choose to do so, the
municipality will be required to obtain a fleet card.

In response to an inquiry from council, Mr. McKay provided information on the number of summer and
casual staff. The Director of Corporate Services explained when council approves annual wage
increases the increase also applies to summer students. The Director also explained the wage
progression process for returning students.

Following a discussion regarding maintenance of the uptown streets and sidewalks, Mr. McKay noted
he will provide a report to council comparing staffing costs and the purchase of a sidewalk sweeper.

There was a discussion regarding the possibility of contracting out the lawn cutting of municipal parks
and cemeteries. Mr. McKay noted the collective agreement states that staff cannot be laid off as a
result of contracting out services.

Cemeteries

The Manager of Operations noted the municipality oversees both urban and rural cemeteries, and that
the proposed budget includes a 4.59% increase over 2009, due largely to wage costs.

Mr. McKay noted a report will be provided to council in the near future to consider increases for
interments and other cemetery related fees, as it has been seven years since the last review.

Parks

Following an overview of the proposed 2010 parks budget, Mr. McKay explained the 8.62 % increase
over 2009 can be attributed to the rise in cost for materials and additional labour costs associated with
the new soccer fields and recreational trail.

In response to an inquiry from council, Mr. McKay noted the municipality’s tree nursery has some oak
trees, which are being utilized for Seacliff Park, however, it is not feasible for the municipality to
maintain the nursery.

It was suggested by council that tree planting along the main corridor be considered, as funding for
same was not included in the proposed budget.

A discussion ensued regarding possible items that may be removed from the budget to accommodate
the tree planting, including removing the construction of a play structure at the new soccer field. John
Tofflemire, Director of Community Services, noted a $5,000.00 grant was given to the municipality for
the play structure to offset the costs of the equipment.

Cam McKay informed council funding for seeding and gravel at the soccer field were included under
consideration in the budget, and suggested the items be included in order to prevent weeds from
growing at the site. Mr. McKay noted the additional items are estimated to cost $35,000.00.
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Engineering Services

Allan Botham, Manager of Engineering Services, reviewed the responsibilities of the engineering
department, including drainage.

The Manager of Engineering Services reviewed the items contained in the proposed operational and
capital budgets, including traffic signal upgrades, streetlighting in rural and urban areas and traffic flow
improvements.

The Manager noted the municipality is awaiting a decision from the Ontario Municipal Board (OMB)
regarding the Foster Avenue local improvement project hearing.

A discussion ensued regarding the proposed Foster Avenue and Johnson Avenue, Armstrong Drive
and Talbot Street West sewer projects. It was noted the Certificate of Approval for the works will
expire in one year and the projects will be funded by reserves.

It was noted by council the residents of Mersea Road 12 requested the road be tar and chipped, and
the Manager of Engineering Services was asked how much it would cost to do so.

The Manager explained it would cost $250,000.00 to complete two concessions worth of tar and
chipping, and $350,000.00 to resurface the entire length.

In response to an inquiry from council, Mr. Botham confirmed bridges 19 and 65 will be upgraded in
2010. He noted the projects can be tendered at any time, and the work can be completed by the
middle of August following approval by council.

Streetlighting

The Manager of Engineering Services explained the budget for streetlighting includes maintenance
and hydro costs as renewal has been shifted to the engineering streetlight capital budget.

A discussion ensued regarding streetlight repairs by Essex Power. In response to an inquiry from
council, Mr. Botham explained the municipality is paying for a moderate level of service and if council
wishes a higher service level, additional funding is required.

Urban Sewers

Allan Botham, Manager of Engineering Services, reviewed the proposed budget for 2010, noting a
report for council is expected in the near future regarding the Bevel Line local improvement project.
The Director of Finance and Business Services confirmed it is recommended the project be fully
financed as a local improvement, and therefore there will be no financial impact on the municipality.

The Chief Administrative Officer noted the municipality is awaiting an announcement whether the
Canada Adjustment Fund application made for the uptown parking lot sewer improvement project has
been successful. He then reviewed how the costs for the project will be allocated.

Mr. Marck explained according to the Canada Adjustment Fund, the municipality will be responsible for
fifty percent (50%) of the project costs, and the other fifty percent (50%) will be paid by senior
government. He noted an announcement is expected on Friday, April 9", 2010.
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Drainage

Allan Botham, Manager of Engineering Services, provided an overview of the responsibilities of the
department as well as the proposed 2010 drainage budget.

Lu-Ann Barreto, Drainage Superintendent, noted her salary is eligible for a fifty percent (50%) grant
from the Ministry of Agriculture, Food and Rural Affairs if her time is devoted to drainage issues. She
further clarified the budget for summer student salaries has increased due to one of the students
returning for the fourth year and therefore being eligible for the maximum amount on the student pay
scale.

Culture & Recreation Services

John Tofflemire, Director of Community Services, thanked Dave Orshinsky for his assistance as the
Acting Manager of Culture and Recreation Services.

Kinsmen Complex

Dave Orshinksy reviewed the proposed 2010 budget for the Kinsmen Complex, noting staff is actively
seeking additional facility rentals and hockey tournaments in an effort to increase revenues.

Following a review of the capital requests for 2010, a discussion ensued whether it is appropriate to
repair or replace the existing chiller system. Mr. Orshinksy noted the municipality has until 2011 to
comply with an order from the Ministry of the Environment to repair the equipment.

In response to an inquiry from council, the Director of Finance and Business Services explained
insurance is allocated to each facility and department based on historical percentages. She noted
staff is working with the municipality’s insurer, OMEX, to receive a breakdown on the exact allocations.
A report will be provided to council when the information is available.

With regard to ice rental revenue, Mr. Orshinsky explained the 2009 budget estimates were too high,
and the 2010 budget was amended to reflect actual amounts. Mr. Orshinsky noted many area arenas
will be removing the ice during the summer months, which may result in additional rentals in
Leamington.

Mr. Orshinsky explained additional revenue may be possible from municipally run hockey tournaments
and through advertising in areas such as the pool and the racquetball courts.

With respect to staffing at the recreational facility, Mr. Orshinsky confirmed staffing levels are
maintained at the lowest amount possible while providing adequate service. He noted contracting of
cleaning services was investigated in the past, however, the option was cost prohibitive.

Municipal Marina

Ronan Oliver, Marina Manager, explained the proposed 2010 marina budget is similar to the 2009
budget. He noted 2010 will mark the 25" anniversary of the marina.

Mr. Oliver explained transient docking attendance has declined in past years due to various reasons,
such as the economy, fuel costs and customs issues, however, he noted a slight increase is expected
in 2010.
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Following a review of the capital budget for 2010, a discussion ensued regarding the option to repair or
replace the failing docks. Mr. Oliver confirmed the number of existing docks will be compared with the
number of docks required.

There was a brief discussion regarding the need to repaint the pavilion at the marina. The Director of
Finance and Business Services confirmed such work would be included in the operational budget.

It was noted the municipality is awaiting an announcement whether an application under the Canada
Adjustment Fund to assist with the costs to replace failing docks has been successful.

Erie Quest

Mr. Oliver informed council the municipality is awaiting announcement of whether the Trillium
application submitted for the Nessen Memorial display has been approved.

Arts and Culture

John Tofflemire, Director of Community Services, noted the only significant difference in the proposed
2010 budget is the inclusion of funding for asbestos inventory at the library.

Following a discussion, it was noted a report will be forwarded to council in the near future regarding
the possible transfer of the former Bank of Montreal building.

Transit
John Tofflemire, Director of Community Services, explained the Engineering Services department will
be taking over responsibility of municipal transit service. He noted the budget is status quo and that
further information regarding possible changes to the service will be provided to council in the near
future.

Sanitation

Kit Woods, Manager of Environmental Services, noted the sanitation budget is levy funded except for
perpetual care for the landfill. He further noted sanitation does not have a capital budget.

Wastewater, Pollution Control Plant (PCC)

The Manager of Environmental Services reviewed the proposed PCC operating and capital budgets
for 2010. The Director of Community Services informed council the phased in overstrength charges
will reach 100% in a little over a year.

In response to an inquiry from council, the Manager of Environmental Services provided an overview
of the progress of the upgrades to the pollution control centre, noting the project is both on time and
on budget.

Water Services

Following a review of the proposed operating and capital budgets, noting the projected revenues have
been adjusted to better reflect actual water consumption. The Manager further noted the net budget is
lower than that of 20009.
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CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER

Tourism

The Chief Administrative Officer reviewed the proposed budget, noting $10,000.00 has been included
for the Chamber of Commerce, as opposed to $20,000.00 in 2009. He explained $10,000.00 was
included in 2009 to assist the Chamber in updating their webpage, however the work has yet to be
completed. Mr. Marck confirmed the Chamber is aware of the funding decrease.

With respect to the mural project, council was informed the municipality is awaiting confirmation from
the artist’s solicitor regarding the final agreement. It was noted it is expected the mural will be erected
in the fall.

Economic Development

The Chief Administrative Officer noted the budget includes funding for a feasibility study for a
children’s festival in place of funding for a summer student.

In response to an earlier inquiry from council, the Director of Corporate Services reviewed the 2010
summer student wage schedule.

CORPORATE SERVICES

Corporate Services

Brian Sweet, Director of Corporate Services, provided council with an overview of the responsibilities
of Corporate Services, noting the department’s biggest project for 2010 is the organization and
conduction of the municipal election.

Mr. Sweet noted the overall proposed budget is similar to that of 2009, and the largest increase is to
wages and benefits.

By-law Enforcement

The Director reviewed the projects undertaken by the By-law Enforcement Officers in 2009, noting the
two officers are kept very busy responding to complaints. He further noted the two officers work
different shifts in order to allow for response to complaints at different times, including on Saturdays.
Mr. Sweet noted the proposed 2010 budget includes a minimum increase.

Uptown Parking

Mr. Sweet explained the municipality is proceeding with the construction of an additional uptown
parking lot and is awaiting results of a grant application submission for funds to offset the parking lot
upgrades and sewer component of the project. He further explained the purchase of plate denial
software was included in the 2009 budget, however, has been delayed due to staffing changes at the
software company. He noted his expectation the software will be purchased and implemented in
2010, which will generate additional revenue for the municipality.
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Animal Control

Brian Sweet, Director of Corporate Services, explained the proposed 2010 animal control budget is
$7,000.00 less than the 2009 budget, as more revenue is expected due to the increase in the the fee
for dog tags.

DEVELOPMENT SERVICES

Doug Morrish, Director of Development Services, reviewed the overall duties of the Development
Services department.

Building Services

The Director of Development Services noted the proposed budget is similar to that of 2009 however,
funds for the replacement of one vehicle have been included.

Fire Services

Mr. Morrish explained the proposed net operating costs are similar to those of 2009.

Bob Bradt, Fire Chief, provided an overview of the proposed capital budget, noting the pumper vehicle
has arrived in Ontario, which will be paid for through a carry-over from the 2009 budget. Chief Bradt

further noted costs for dispatching will occur due to the transition to OPP policing service.

Bill Marck, Chief Administrative Officer, confirmed a report will be provided to council regarding
dispatching costs as the transition nears.

Planning Services

Doug Morrish, Director of Development Services, reviewed the proposed planning budget in the
absence of the Manager of Planning Services, including a summary of the proposed projects the
consulting fees will be used towards.

FINANCE AND BUSINESS SERVICES

Cheryl Horrobin, Director of Finance and Business Services, provided an overview of the functions of
the Finance and Business Services department.

General Government

With regard to the General Government budget, the Director explained there are year to year
fluctuations in WSIB costs.

Following a brief summary of the 2010 proposed budget, the Chief Administrative Officer suggested
the amount of money donated to the Physician Recruitment Committee could be reduced without an
expected adverse affect on the committee. It was determined by council that the donation be reduced
to fifty percent (50%) of that contained in the proposed 2010 budget.

Cheryl Horrobin, Director of Finance and Business Services, reviewed the proposed 2010 Finance
and Business Services budget, noting the replacement of the financial computer system has been
included.
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Council Services

Cheryl Horrobin, Director of Finance and Business Services, reviewed the proposed 2010 Council
Services budget, noting there is an overall decrease from the 2009 budget.

Police Services

The Director of Finance and Business Services explained the Police Services Budget has been
approved by the Leamington Police Services Board and provided an overview of minor amendments
she has made to the proposed budget.

CLOSING COMMENTS

Cheryl Horrobin, Director of Finance and Business Services, clarified the items council requested
further information on their respective impacts on the proposed budget.

The items included the removal of the construction of a play structure at the soccer fields, the addition
of $20,000.00 towards tree planting, a reduction in the 2010 donation to the Physician Recruitment
and Retention Committee, removal of the local improvement project on Johnson Avenue, Armstrong
Drive and Talbot Street West, the removal of the Foster Avenue local improvement project and the
addition of tar and chipping on Mersea Road 12.

Following a discussion of the items, it was determined the Director of Finance and Business Services
will compile information for council on the impact of the identified items on the budget and the meeting
would reconvene at 9:00 a.m. on Thursday, April 8", 2010, to review the information.

The meeting adjourned at 4:31p.m.

Citizens Against Lake Erie Wind Turbines (CALEWT) - SouthPoint Wind Offshore Wind Project

That Gord Meuser, representative of CALEWT, be permitted to appear before council as a
delegation.

Mr. Meuser thanked council for the opportunity to appear as a delegation on such short notice
regarding the status of the SouthPoint Wind proposal following the announcement from the Province
on the list of approved renewable energy projects. Mr. Mueser noted the original SouthPoint Wind
proposal was included on the list of projects that may be considered following completion of the
approved projects if the power grid can accept more energy. He further noted the amended
SouthPoint Wind proposal for a number of turbines in Lake Erie and Lake St. Clair was not included
on either list.

Mr. Meuser stated SouthPoint Wind was misleading in their representation of the status of their
proposals, even going as far as using the Ontario Provincial Government's logo on their
advertisements in the paper. He noted the only proposed turbines that had applicant on the record
status were the original three turbines in Lake Erie, and the second proposal was only in early
planning stages.

Mr. Meuser noted if council would like CALEWT to assist in making presentations throughout the
County, they will do so.

Mr. Meuser explained the Town of Kingsville is committed to donating money to assist in the creation
of necessary studies to prevent offshore wind turbines, and noted it will be difficult to obtain support
from other municipalities in Essex County as offshore turbines will no longer be built in other areas of
the county.

Mr. Meuser informed those in attendance the Essex Region Conservation Authority (ERCA) is willing
to head the scientific study and is seeking grant money to assist in covering the cost. It was
suggested by council that the municipality make it known they are on board in principle to assist in the
endeavor, as there are many concerns over the locations of the proposed wind turbines, including the
effect they will have on water quality and future expansion of water intake.

Mr. Meuser stated his concern that the unjustified fear caused by SouthPoint Wind misleading
municipalities and their residents on the status of their proposals, neither of which have been granted
approval to proceed, will cause other municipalities in Essex County to end their support of the fight
against the offshore turbines, and stated everyone must be united in their stance against the turbines.

Brian Sweet, Director of Corporate Services, informed those in attendance that council received a
letter from SouthPoint Wind earlier in the day, which stated the company intends to proceed with both
projects. He noted the letter explained the company will begin to amass the studies required for a
complete submission, and that they are eagerly awaiting the announcement of guidelines governing
the development of offshore wind turbines.
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PUBLIC WORKS - Report PW 01/10 dated March 10, 2010 re: Request to Close the Walkway
between Joanne Court and Alderton Street

Cam McKay, Manager of Operations, provided a summary of the report, including the various
surveillance options investigated and their costs. He noted surveillance of the Joanne Court walkway
was not included in the 2010 budget.

Mr. McKay reviewed the options discussed at previous council meetings, including the installation of
gates to be monitored by nearby residents. Mr. McKay explained the installation of gates may result in
safety concerns and liability issues, and is not supported by the Leamington Police Service. He
further explained the presence of security cameras in the walkway may result in a false sense of
security.

OPEN SESSION - Council - Administration

Councillor Paterson stated his wish to see the Marina Manager have discretion on how to utilize the
additional $20,000.00 included in the budget for upgrades at the marina. He noted that during the
recent funding announcement held at the marina it was evident the entrance and lounge area of the
main building require attention as they are in bad condition.

John Tofflemire, Director of Community Services, echoed his belief the items to be replaced at the
marina should be prioritized and called for tender. He noted any remaining funds could be used for
replacement of tables and chairs in the marina pavilion.

Councillor Atkin voiced his agreement to the suggestion, noting the marina budget will not be
increased by another $20,000.00 above the previous increase.

Councillor MacDonald noted as a result of the publication of the Sunshine List, she has received calls
from residents inquiring whether the severance packages of the Police Chief and Deputy Police Chief
will be made public. Councillor MacDonald further noted her wish for those members of council who
do not sit on the Police Services Board be distanced from the Board as they are not included in
negotiations for the severance packages.

Deputy Mayor Schmidt confirmed the severance packages will not be individually publicized as it is a
matter of privacy and it is against the law to publish same. Deputy Mayor Schmidt explained the total
amount of severance monies paid to members of the Leamington Police Service will be published, and
that those packages already negotiated are below court precedent amounts for similar cases. He
further explained that if severance packages are not successfully negotiated between the Board and
employees, they will be determined through arbitration or in court.
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Councillor Atkin thanked those members of council who attended the past two Essex Region
Conservation Authority (ERCA) Board of Directors Meetings, noting the last meeting dealt with a
report on erosion issues from the Wheatley Harbour to Point Pelee. He noted his hope the report
would be forwarded to John Tofflemire, Director of Community Services, for review and comment. He
further noted his hope to see the report to council from Mr. Tofflemire include comments on Concept E
and its addendum, and how Leamingotn should proceed with Southeast Leamington. Councillor Atkin
inquired when a report from Mr. Tofflemire would be provided to council.

Mr. Tofflemire noted he had not yet received a copy of the final erosion study and that he did not get a
chance to review the Concept E Addendum report until it was made public as part of the ERCA
agenda. He stated he will attempt to have a report regarding Southeast Leamignton to council in May,
noting the report will be the most difficult he has had to write during his career.

Councillor Atkin stated ERCA believes the municipality, together with the Southeast Leamington
Stakeholder's Committee, which is an advisory committee, has the responsibility to determine what
direction to take with Southeast Leamington. He further stated there are other partners involved in the
process, including ERCA and Point Pelee National Park, however, Leamington must take a leading
role.

Councillor Paterson echoed his belief the ERCA Board of Directors has the opinion the Municipality of
Leamington must determine what direction to take with regard to Southeast Leamington, and that
ERCA will assist the municipality in achieving those goals.

Councillor Derbyshire stated Point Pelee National Park must be protected from shoreline erosion.

Councillor MacDonald stated the municipality must take a tougher stance when it comes to seeking
funding from senior government following determination of what direction to take. Councillor
MacDonald stated her agreement that Leamington must take a lead role, as it is the municipality’s
responsibility to take care of residents how it sees fit. Councillor MacDonald stated her optimism a
resolution that is palpable to everyone can be established.

Councillor Derbyshire informed council that Dave VanKesteren, MP, Chatham-Kent Essex, has stated
funding for the Southeast Leamington is available, however, it will take time.

Councillor MacDonald stated her disagreement with funding availability for non-critical items when
there are more important projects that require attention.

In reply to residents who inquire why the municipality is constructing a new municipal building and
upgrading Seacliff Park when there are more important priorities, Mayor Adams stated if the
municipality did not utilize the funding granted to us, it would have been given to another municipality.

Following a review of the proposed work by Lu-Ann Barreto, Drainage Superintendent, Michael
Mastronardi, P.Eng. of Stantec Consulting was introduced. Mr. Mastronardi was in attendance to
provide any information council or property owners may request.

Anna Sabelli, Sabelli Boiler Works, 123 Mersea Road 3, inquired about the drainage boundary
for the Temple Drain as it relates to her property.

Mr. Mastronardi explained the assessment boundary reflects the boundary used in the previous
two drainage reports for the drain. He further explained the southern portion of the property
drains into the Temple Drain while the northern part of the property drains into the Sturgeon
Creek drain. Mr. Mastronardi stated he is not aware of the historical issues respecting drainage
of the property, and will discuss further with the Drainage Superintendent.

Lu-Ann Barreto, Drainage Superintendent, reminded council the municipality received a petition
from property owners to the North requesting the municipality review drainage in the area. She
explained the lands are naturally draining into an old gravel pit, and even if the Sabelli’s
petitioned to drain entirely into the Temple Drain, there is insufficient available room in the drain
to allow them to do so.

Joe Brunato, 340 Mersea Road 3, inquired why the drain will be dividing his property in half.

Mr. Mastronardi clarified that the red line on the drainage map is not a physical piece of
drainage pipe, but rather signifies the drainage boundary for the Temple Drain. He noted the
drainage boundary is similar to that of the previous two engineer’s reports prepared for the
Temple Drain.
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In response to an inquiry from Mr. Brunato, the Drainage Superintendent explained Mr. Brunato
would be required to review any future development of the property with staff at the Town of
Kingsville.

The Drainage Superintendent noted the drain runs along the Albuna Townline (Essex Road 31).

Mayor Adams confirmed there were no other property owners in attendance regarding the
proposed upgrades and relocation of a portion of the Temple Drain.

And further, that Mike Mastronardi, P.Eng., Stantec Consulting, Allan Botham, P.Eng.,
Manager of Engineering Services and Lu-Ann Barreto, Drainage Superintendent, be
appointed as Commissioners to let and superintend the said drainage works;
