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REPORTS OF STAFF & DELEGATIONS:   
 
FIRE SERVICES - Report FD/01/10 dated April 11, 2010 re: Open Air Fire By-law 

 
Bob Bradt, Fire Chief, provided a brief review of the report, including the attached schedules.  
Chief Bradt noted the reference to a distance of 150 feet from a property line and open air fires 
was removed from the guidelines, however, there must still be 150 feet between an open air fire 
and a building and 1,000 feet from an open air fire and a gas or oil tank.  Chief Bradt further noted 
ditch burning is not permitted. 
 
Chief Bradt confirmed that if a complaint is received for a fire on a property where a permit has 
been obtained the fire is in contravention with the by-law or guidelines, it will have to be 
extinguished. 
 
In response to an inquiry from council, Chief Bradt explained there are no setbacks for an open air 
fire for properties zoned A5, however, permits will be issued on a case by case basis.  He noted 
homemade pits will receive the most scrutiny.   
 
Brian Sweet, Director of Corporate Services, explained the by-law will come into affect following 
passing of the by-law by council, however, the short form wording and set fines must be approved 
by the Ministry of the Attorney General prior to fines being charged.  He noted it takes 
approximately one month to receive approval from the Ministry. 
 
With respect to the advertisement of the by-law, Doug Morrish, Director of Development Services, 
explained the media will be contacted for advertising, and noted many residents are already aware 
of the proposed by-law. 
 
Bill Marck, Chief Administrative Officer, noted information on the by-law will be included in a 
newsletter to be mailed with property tax notices and that information will be available on the 
municipality’s website, www.leamington.ca . 
 
In response to an inquiry from council, Chief Bradt confirmed the duty officer must respond to all 
calls regarding fires, and if is found the person who set the open air fire has provided proper 
notification and has met all guidelines, they will not be charged for the call. 
 
Chief Bradt stated he does not believe additional manpower will be required at this time in order to 
enforce the by-law, as staff already complete similar tasks.  He further stated his belief full 
implementation of the by-law will occur in the fall, and in the meantime warnings will be issued for 
those in contravention of the by-law. 
 
There was a suggestion from council that education on the by-law be provided to students by the 
Deputy Chief, Public Education/Training, as students may relay the information on to their family 
members.  Chief Bradt confirmed the Deputy Chief can do so. 
 

Chief Bradt explained the permit system will allow for records to be kept, and those who have 
been issued a warning will be ticketed for subsequent offences.  He further explained the permit 
fee will be monitored for twelve months and any recommendations for increases or decreases will 
be provided to council at that time.

“CARRIED” 
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George Buckrell, 418 Mersea Road 6, stated his belief the current system used for open air 
burning has been sufficient for many years, and should remain in place.  He further stated his 
agreement that those setting fires should be liable for any damages resulting from open air fires.   
 
Mr. Buckrell stated his property is 4.6 acres and is zoned non-agricultural and inquired why he will 
no longer be able to burn yard waste material, as he will not be able to obtain a permit to do so.  
He noted he constructed a burn pit forty years ago, and has been using it to burn material all that 
time with no incidents.  He inquired whether he would have to pay for a permit each time he 
wished to burn. 
 
Mr. Buckrell stated urban residents pay fifteen dollars ($15.00) per year to have yard waste 
collection, however, rural residents do not have that option.  He requested council delay passage 
of an open air burning by-law until such time a yard waste collection plan of the entire municipality 
is created. 
 
In response to Mr. Buckrell’s inquiry, Chief Bradt stated there would be a one-time fee per 
calendar year for burn pits that meet the criteria for a permit. 
 
Brian Sweet, Director of Corporate Services, noted Mr. Buckrell’s property is likely zoned A3, due 
to the size and location and he would be eligible to apply for a special event licence. 
 
Joe Isley, 1234 Essex Road 20, stated his concern over the by-law in its present form and 
requested council readdress it.  Mr. Isley stated his wish to see permits become mandatory for all 
properties, regardless of zoning, as is required in Chatham-Kent.  He stated permits establish 
accountability, and that farmers should not be exempt from the need to obtain permits. 
 
Mr. Isley inquired why lessee’s are not held accountable for damages caused by open air fires, as 
it appears that any damages become the responsibility of the landowner.  He further inquired why 
the burning of crop remnants is permitted when current farm practices do not call for such actions.   
 
Mr. Isley inquired whether the wind direction will be taken into consideration when allowing open 
air burning, and suggested the inspections should be undertaken for all open air fires. 
 
Mr. Sweet explained according to the by-law lessee’s would be held accountable, as the definition 
refers to anyone in control of the property.   
 
A discussion ensued regarding the proposed cost of a permit, and it was suggested the fee be 
reduced to fifteen dollars ($15.00) in order to be in line with the fee charged to urban property 
owners for yard waste collection.

Discussion ensued regarding the possibility of enacting a time frame for the implementation of fines 
for those that contravene the by-law.  Further discussion ensued regarding the need to consider 
special provisions for properties zoned A5 in the future. 
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With respect to denying landowners the option to appeal to council to revoke any fines, administration 
explained it is the option of council to direct that no appeals be made.

Tracey Pillon-Abbs, Manager of Planning Services, reviewed the report, noting the application may 
be subject to site plan control in the future depending on what type of alterations are planned for 
the property.

That the zoning by-law amendment be approved from Commercial General Zone (C6) to 
Commercial General Defined Zone (C6-12) to permit a bed and breakfast establishment as a 
main use in addition to the uses in the C6 Zone with the existing residential use and home day 
care being left as legal non-conforming for property located at 88 Erie Street South, as outlined 
in Report PLA 22/10;

PLANNING SERVICES - Report PLA 01/10 dated March 11, 2010 re:  Review of Zoning By-law 
Greenhouse Regulations 
 

Tracey Pillon-Abbs, Manager of Planning Services, explained council directed the report be 
brought back for reconsideration, and provided a brief review of the report.   
 
The Manager explained the Committee of Adjustment has considered applications for relief from 
greenhouse setbacks since the adoption of the new Zoning By-law.  She further explained 
administration request the Committee of Adjustment consider compatibility issues and unique 
circumstances for each particular application, and made a decision on a case by case basis.  The 
Manager noted applicants seeking relief have not been very specific when explaining the 
circumstances of their need for relief from the setbacks. 
 
The Manager reviewed the memorandum that was attached as an addendum to the report, 
including three options for council to consider.  The three options were to leave the setback 
regulations as is and follow them, initiate a zoning by-law amendment to review the regulations or 
to provide direction to the Committee of Adjustment when considering such applications. 
A discussion ensued regarding the need to take into consideration existing situations and 
developments on abutting properties.   
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The Manager of Planning Services explained the Town of Kingsville is currently engaged in the 
process of obtaining approval of their new Official Plan from the County of Essex, and will then be 
undertaking the preparation of a new Zoning By-law.  She further explained the draft document 
includes setbacks for greenhouses similar to those in Leamington’s Zoning By-law, and are 
waiting to see how those setbacks are treated in Leamington.  She noted consistency is needed 
between Leamington and Kingsville as many of the growers operate in both municipalies.   
 
The Manager of Planning Services confirmed there was not a meeting held specifically with 
greenhouse operators during the consultation phase of implementation of the new Zoning By-law, 
however, input was provided by Leamington growers through a Steering Committee created by the 
Town of Kingsville for zoning by-law amendments.  She furher confirmed there were no concerns 
raised by growers during the consultation phase of Leamington’s Zoning By-law.

That the Committee of Adjustment, in addition to the comments received through the present 
Minor Variance procedure, should also consider the following factors when considering relief from 
greenhouse setback regulations: 

 
1. The applicant must provide a reasonable explanation why complying with the setback is 

not possible or would create an undue hardship for the applicant. The explanation must be 
based upon the unique and specific circumstances of that property. 
 

2. When greenhouses are being constructed on two abutting lots of record that are registered 
in the same names or different names but effectively common ownership, then setbacks 
can be reduced or eliminated along the common lot line provided both lots are subject to a 
common site plan agreement. 
 

3. A greenhouse should not be constructed closer than fifty feet to an abutting property that is 
designated Agriculture Residential Zone (A5) or any Residential Zone, regardless of the 
ownership of the abutting lot.  Special consideration may be taken into account existing 
developments when the proposal is to expand an existing legal non-complying greenhouse 
operation. 
 

4. In any zone other than an A5 or a Residential Zone, a greenhouse should not be 
constructed within seventy feet (70’) of any legally existing residence on an abutting lot of 
record, regardless of the ownership of the existing lot.  Special consideration may be given 
to take into account existing developments. 
 

5.  Subject to item 2, any variance of more than fifty percent (50%) will be deemed not to be 
minor in nature. An application to Council for rezoning would be the appropriate method of 
obtaining relief.

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ENGINEERING SERVICES - Report ENG 04/10 dated April 20, 2010 re: 475 Oak Street East – 
Driveway Relocation 
 

Allan Botham, Manager of Engineering Services, provided a review of the report, including aerial 
photographs illustrating the location of the current driveway in relation to the future intersection 
and the proposed location of the new driveway.  He confirmed the cost of the driveway relocation, 
which is estimated at one hundred thousand dollars ($100,000.00) was included in the total 
estimate for the East Side Arterial Road, and that the municipality will only be responsible for one 
half of one third of the cost, due to the partnership with the County of Essex and the successful 
Infrastructure Stimulus Fund (ISF) application. 
 
Mr. Botham explained buffering will be provided between the new driveway and the existing 
residences to the West with a berm and cedar trees, and confirmed residents have not been 
notified of the relocation of the driveway.  He noted his understanding the property owner plans to 
erect a fence around his property. 
 
The Manager informed those in attendance that construction of the East Side Arterial Road 
commenced earlier in the day. 
 
In response to an inquiry from council, Mr. Botham explained the proposed driveway was not 
located closer to the building in order to allow the owner to build a future addition. 
 
The Director of Community Services noted the factory building was constructed prior to the 
adjacent homes, and that administration felt it was appropriate to inform council of the driveway 
relocation in case there are concerns raised by nearby residential property owners.

AIM:  

That council approve the grant submission from the Leamington Department of Culture and 
Recreation Services to the ‘Communities in Action’ Fund for a project entitled ‘Eat Right/Play 
Safe.’  
 

 
BACKGROUND: 

 
The Ontario Ministry of Health established the Healthy Communities Fund with the following in 
mind: 

 
The Healthy Communities Fund (HCF) is a one-window approach to funding local 
organizations for the delivery of health promotion initiatives related to: physical activity, sport 
and recreation; healthy eating; tobacco use and exposure; injury prevention; substance & 
alcohol misuse; and mental health.   

Eligible organizations are required to work in partnership and to take an integrated approach 
to improving health and wellness at the community level. By working in partnership, 
organizations have an opportunity to gain new expertise and to reach a broader audience 
while providing more comprehensive programs to Ontarians in their own communities. 

The HCF is a cost-sharing program which provides financial support for non-capital projects 
that contribute to the health and wellness of communities.  Planning, development, and 
implementation projects will be eligible for one year of funding (ending March 31, 2011) or 
two years of funding (ending March 31, 2012). 

Interested provincial and local community-based organizations can apply for funding to 
develop and deliver health promotion initiatives in partnership with other organizations.  

 
The Leamington Department of Recreation and Culture Services has submitted a grant proposal 
to the Ontario Ministry of Health Promotion to request funding from the Communities in Action 
Fund for a project entitled ‘Eat Right / Play Right’, which is intended to develop and adopt 
guidelines which promote healthy attitudes about eating, making wise decisions about food 
choices and healthy body images for youth in our community. 

 
 



 
 

 
COMMENTS: 

1. The Eat Right/Play Safe Project will allow staff at the Leamington Kinsmen Recreation 
Complex (LKRC) to investigate, develop and instruct programs that focus on healthy eating 
and injury prevention and the relationship towards increased participation in recreation 
activities for youth 18 years of age and under.  
 

2. Partnering with other community based organizations is a requirement of the program, so for 
this proposal we will be partnering with the Windsor- Essex County Health Unit and BANA 
(Bulimia Anorexia Nervosa Association). 

 
3. Excerpts from the proposal are attached for Council review and the complete project 

proposal and budget worksheet is available for review upon request.  
 

4. Some specific examples of the programming included are: 
 

a) a Healthy Heating promotion in the Leamington Day Camp (for 4-12 year olds) and in 
Leadership Camp programs for 13-16 year olds;  
 

b) a ‘You’re the chef’ program geared for 8-12 year olds in the summer day camp program;  
 

c)  a ‘Sugar Shocker’ Education program to raise awareness of the amount of sugar in 
common beverages; 
 

d) Nutrition and Healthy Eating Seminars and Workshops; 
 

e) Next door Neighbours Prevention Education Puppet Program, dealing with teasing and 
bullying based on physical appearance 

 
 

The application is for a two year term with total program expenditures of $39,431.50.  The 
breakdown is as follows:

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c) Describe your project and its anticipated results in clear and concise terms.  Ensure that you describe how the 
project will address each identified risk factor identified in B.3 b) (Who will be doing what, where, when, and how 
and what impact it will have?): 

 The Eat Right/Play Smart program will be hosted by the Leamington Department of Culture and Recreation at the Leamington 
Kinsmen Recreation Complex.  The “Eat Right” component of the proposed project plan is to develop and adopt guidelines which 
promote healthy attitudes about eating, making wise decisions about food choices and healthy body images, and will be directed 
specifically to the children and youth in our day camp programs. Our Day Camp focus in previous years has been to provide a program 
that promotes physical activity.  As nutrition and physical activity are closely linked, we believe the next step in enhancing the quality 
of the Day Camp experience is to include nutrition and body awareness components, as well as to provide the tools to empower camp 
participants to make wise choices about their physical and emotional environments.   The "Stay Safe" compent will address the injury 
prevention component of the application, by focusing on the need for increased water safety awareness in our waterfront community.  
Swimming and water activities are the second leading recreational activity in Canada.  The Day Camp setting, where we have access to 
the facility swimming pool on a regular basis, provides an excellent oportunity to provide water safety sessions.     
The “Eat Right/Play Safe” Project will address the Healthy Eating health promotion area by leading and implementing the following 
programs in the Municipality of Leamington Day Camp Programs for 4- 12 yr olds, and Leadership Camp Programs for 13 – 16 yr 
olds: 
You’re the Chef :  The “You’re the Chef” program will be geared to the 8 – 12 yr old participants in our Summer Day Camp Program.  
During three 3-week sessions, participants will develop the skills and confidence necessary for youth to prepare healthy and tasty 
recipes emphasizing vegetables and fruit.  The program is based on recommendations from Canada’s Food Guide and aims to 
encourage lifelong healthy eating habits in young people.   Training for this program will be in partnership with the Windsor Essex 
County Health Unit.  Health unit staff will train Youth Program Staff, who will implement the program during 2011 Summer Day Camp 
program at the Leamington Kinsmen Recreation Complex.  
Sugar Shocker Education program : The purpose of the Sugar Shocker program is to raise awareness of the amount of sugar in common 
beverages and to learn about better drink choices.  Research indicates that there is a relationship between the consumption of sugar- 
sweetened drinks and childhood obesity.  This program is applicable and adaptable to all age groups and will be directed to Day Camp 
program participants aged 4 – 12.  Training for this program will be in partnership with the Windsor Essex County Healthy Unit, who 
will train Day Camp program staff.  Program staff will implement the program during 2011 Summer Day Camps. 
Nutrition and Healthy Eating Seminars and Workshops:  Not only is the education of children and youth important, but also the 
education of the staff who work with the Day Camp participants on a daily basis.  The Windsor Essex County Health Unit will conduct 
Train the Trainer" workshops for our Day Camp Staff so that they will have the tools and resourses to lead regular effective, and fun, 
nutrition sessions.These workshops will be presented to our staff  in August 2010 and June 2011.  
Next Door Neighbors Prevention Education Puppet Program:  The puppet show deals primarily with the issue of Body-Based 
Harassment, which focuses on teasing and bullying based on physical appearance.  This program will be directed to the 4 – 9 yr old 
participants in the Summer Day Camp Program of 2010 and 2011 
Self-Esteem and Body Image Workshops:  These workshops will examine factors which influence self-esteem, including media, peers 
and societal pressures.  Participants will identify methods to improve self-esteem and body image.  This program will be directed to the 
10 – 12 yr old participants in the Summer Day Camp Program of 2010 and 2011 and to Specialty Camps in 2011.  This workshop will 
be presented by through our partnership with the Bulemia Anorexia  Nervosa Association. 
Sizing Up the Media: Decoding the Messages:  This presentation will examine how the images of women are portrayed in the media 
contributing to feelings of negative body image, inadequacy and low self-esteem.   This workshop will be presented to our 13 – 16 yr 
old participants  in Leadership Camps, and to the day camp staff ages 16 – 18,  in the Summer of 2010 and 2011.  This workshop will 
be presented through our partnership with the Bulemia Anorexia  Nervosa Association. 
 The estimated average household income and per capita income in Leamington are below the provincial and national averages.  The 
percentage of low income persons of all ages is higher than any of our surrounding municipalities.  The Municipality of Leamington is a 
waterfront community on the shores of Lake Erie, where not all families can afford to, nor are comfortable with, the benfits of formal 
swimming lessons and water safety.  The Leamington Kinsmen Recreation Complex has a 25m 6 lane pool, staffed by trained Water 
Safety Instructors and Lifeguards.  The Day Camp setting allows an excellent opportunity to reach a broad range and large number of 
community children and youth. The “Eat Right/Play Safe” project will address Injury Prevention by incorporating a Water Safety 
component into the Municipality of Leamington Day Camp Programs for 4- 12 yr olds, by implementing the following programs.  
Swim to Survive Program:  Swimming is a life skill that all children need to learn. It’s no different than fire safety or street-proofing. 
Swim skills are not innate, and all children deserve the chance to learn. The Swim to Survive teaches the essentials needed to survive an 
unexpected fall into deep water – an important first step to being safe around water.  This program will be taught to Day Camp 
participants through three 3-week sessions,  instructed by Leamington Kinsmen Recreation Complex Water Safety instructors. 
 Water Safety Sessions:  One day per week, participants in the Municipality of Leamington Day Camp will have a hands on Water 
Safety Session which will focus on skills and activities to stay safe in, on, and around the water.  Each week a 1 hour Water Safety 
Session will be lead by the Aquatic Staff at the Leamington Kinsmen Recreation Complex Pool.  Safety sessions will be determined in 
consultation with the PACT (Program Advisory Campers Team), and may include Backyard Pool Safety, swimming safety in lakes, sun 
safety and preventing spinal injuries.   Water Safety tips and suggestions will be supported by newsletters, handouts and web site 
postings.    These sessions will be presented to our Day Camps in August 2010 and June, July and August 2011

Please provide a brief summary of your research findings that supports the need for this project: 
It is a well known fact that obesiety rates among chidren and youth are increasing.  The Heart and Stroke Foundation of Canada reports 
that 18% of Canadian children and youth are overweight.  A frightening one quarter (26%) of children and youth are either overweight 
or obese.  The report card for nutition for school aged children indicates that Canadian children receive a C when it comes to their diet.  
The National Eating Disorder Information Centre reports that overweight and obese children are more likely to be bullied than their 
normal-weight peers.  30% of girls and 25% of boys reported teasing by peers.  Body based teasing can have a serious impact on 
attitude and behavours, and girls who have a history of teasing are 1.5 times more likely to turn to binge eating and exteme weight 
control behaviors.  On the brighter side, The Heart and Stroke Foundation also states that promoting healthy food choices has been 
shown to have a moderate to high impacct on children's eating practices.  At a direct program level, 2008 and 2009 results from Parks 
and Recreation Ontario’s  HIGH FIVE QUEST 2 survey of our Day Camp program, which identifies areas where there are strengths 
and shortcomings, indicates that our Summer Day Camp program needs a strategy for improvement in Child/Peer interaction, and to 
address teasing and bullying in our program.  
In terms of Water Safety/Injury prevention, the Lifesaving Society of Ontario estimates that half of Canadian children do not take 
swimming lessons.  On a local level, Windosr-Essex Social services has determined the estimated average household income and per 
capita income in Leamington are below the provincial and national averages, and that our percentage of low income persons of all ages 
is higher than any of our surrounding municipalities.   A large part of Leamington’s population come from cultures where swimming is 
not a part of life.  In a waterfront community like Leamington, this leads to a need to promote water safety in ways other than the 
traditional swim lesson format.  The Day Camp setting, in which participants are funded through Children’s Aid and Social Services,  
allows an excellent opportunity to reach a large number of children and youth who would not otherwise have an opportunity to  
experience water safety

project with similar objectives/outcomes in your community. 

A review of programs offered by the Leamington Family Health Team, South Essex Community Council Leamington Branch, and the 
Windsor Essex County Health Unit shows there no similar programs in Leamington. Our project partneres, who are local champions of 
nutrition and self esteem, are not involved in any other local projects focusing directly on Children and Youth in injury prevention 
(Water Safety) or Healty Eating.

The Eat Right/Play Safe project incorporates proven stategies into an existing program.  Funding for the project will allow the 
Leamington Department of Culture and Recreation to provide training, to purchase the cooking equipment required, and  to implement 
proven strategies into our existing Day Camp and Leadership Programs without increasing existing Day Camp fees.  Our prograrm 
partners bring expertise and experience to the program.  The  "You're the Chef Program" was developed and is still used by the Niagara 
Public Health Department, the "Sugar Shocker" program developed by registered dietitians and nurses in Alberta, and the Swim to 
Survive program has been a success with the Lifesaving Society  since 2005.  By combining the stategies with our day camp program, 
we will be delivering the nutrition, healthy eating and water safety components of the fund to the same children and youth for the 
duration of the project.     
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B.5 How will your project be supervised and managed? (Include number of people designated as project managers 
and/or supervisors, and their skills, knowledge and expertise). 

The overall project will be directly supervised by the full-time Aquatic/Fitness Supervisor at the Leamington Kinsmen Recreation 
Complex, who has 25 years experience with the Leamington Department of Culture and Recreation. The project will be co-ordinated by 
a Project Leader, who will be recruited though Human Resources, and will have experience in recreation services.  Project components 
will be lead by Day Camp staff who are certified in HIGH FIVE Principals of Healthy Child Development,  Standard First Aid with 
Level "C" CPR, who have WHMIS training, Red Cross and Lifesaving Society Water Safety instructors and lifeguards.  All 
Municipality of Leamington program staff are required to get a police clearance.

The project will be evaluated by conducting: 
A baseline survey of nutrition and personal safety levels and attitudes will be developed and implemented at the start of the project.  
Participant and Leader feedback forms will be collected after  individual program sessions and workshops.  
Parent feedback forms will be distributed, collected and evaluated in the fall of 2010 and again in the fall of 2011  
A post project survey will be distributed at the end of the project, and compared to the inital baseline survey 
Parks and Recreation Ontarion HIGH FIVE QUEST 2 Day Camp evaluation will be implemented in August 2010 and in July/August 
2011, and compared to the HIGH FIVE QUEST 2 results from 2009, based on child/peer interactions.

The vary need for the project -increasing childhood obesity, and self esteem concerns, combined with the fact that Leamington is a 
mulitcultural waterfront community ensures that the project will be sustained for years to come.    Funding for the Eat Right/Play Safe 
project will allow us to establish program activities during the funding period, which will remain a valuable part of our Day Camp 
programming for the years after the project is complete. Results from the post project surveys, feedback from leaders and participants. 
will help us develop even more programs.

 REQUEST TO RELOCATE A PORTION OF THE DRAIN 
 PART OF LOT 6CONCESSION 3, MUNICIPALITY OF LEAMINGTON 
 
AIM: 
 
To obtain a resolution of instruction from Leamington Council for referral of the Drain Relocation 
to N.J. Peralta Engineering for the preparation of a Report and the necessary plans, pursuant to 
the provisions of Section 78 of The Drainage Act R.S.O. 1990. 
 
BACKGROUND: 
 
On April 14th, 2010 a Request for Repairs & Improvements under Section 78 was received by 
staff to relocate a portion of the 4th Concession Road Drain.  Therefore Section 78 of the 
Drainage Act states: 
 

Improving, upon examination and report of engineer 
78.  (1)  Where, for the better use, maintenance or repair of any drainage works constructed 

under a by-law passed under this Act or any predecessor of this Act, or of lands or roads, it is 
considered expedient to change the course of the drainage works, or to make a new outlet for the 
whole or any part of the drainage works, or to construct a tile drain under the bed of the whole or 
any part of the drainage works as ancillary thereto, or to construct, reconstruct or extend 
embankments, walls, dykes, dams, reservoirs, bridges, pumping stations and other protective works 
as ancillary to the drainage works, or to otherwise improve, extend to an outlet or alter the drainage 
works or to cover the whole or any part of it, or to consolidate two or more drainage works, the 
council of any municipality whose duty it is to maintain and repair the drainage works or any part 
thereof may, without the petition required in section 4 but on the report of an engineer appointed by 
it, undertake and complete the drainage works as set forth in such report. R.S.O. 1990, c. D.17, 
s. 78 (1). 

 
COMMENTS: 
 
The property owner, Mr. Domenic Mastronardi has submitted his development plan to the 
Municipality to expand his existing greenhouse operation at 353 Highway 77.   
 
As indicated on the plan attached the drain runs through the proposed greenhouse addition.  
Therefore Mr. Mastronardi is requesting that the 4th Concession Road Drain be relocated to the 
north and east property lines. 
 
Mr. Mastronardi has submitted his request by way of his lawyer Frank Ricci.   
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FINANCIAL IMPACT: 
 
There is no financial impact on the 2010 Municipal Budget since Mr. Mastronardi will be paying 
the costs by way of upfront monies. 
 
In speaking with the engineer he has determined the following: 
 

1. Construction estimate for relocation of approximately  
      200m of 750mm diameter enclosed drain =    $70,000.00 + GST or HST  

2. Engineering & Incidentals =      $21,000.00 + GST or HST 
 
RECOMMENDATION: 
 
That Leamington Council appoint N.J. Peralta Engineering for the preparation of a report 
together with the necessary plans and profile to provide for the relocation of a portion of the 4th 
Concession Road Drain pursuant to Section 78 of the Drainage Act; 
 
And that prior to engaging the Engineer, Domenic Mastronardi provide a deposit of $21,000.00 
to offset the estimated cost for engineering services. 
 
And that the Essex Region Conservation Authority be advised of the proposed drain relocation. 
(Report DR 09-10).
