RE:    BROADCAST SERVICE AGREEMENT – CFTV 34 CABLE 100 
 

 

 
AIM: 

To receive direction from council in regard to a request from Southshore Broadcasting Inc., CFTV 34 
to enter into an agreement for broadcasting services.  
 

 
BACKGROUND: 

By letter received April 19, 2010 (copy attached), the municipality received a request from CFTV 34 to 
enter into a contract for service to televise the Leamington council meetings.  The contract reflects that 
for $20,000 CFTV 34 would provide a maximum of 3 hours of broadcasting per meeting for a 12 
month period (January 2010 to December 31, 2010). 
 

 
COMMENTS: 

The municipal council has provided grants to CFTV 34 in 2007 ($20,820), 2008 ($20,820), and 2009 
($15,000). 
 
The purpose of the grants was to provide seed money to the non-profit television station to allow the 
station to become established and self sustaining. 
 
Representatives of CFTV 34 were advised by council that the grants would not be provided each and 
every year. In 2008, The Director of Finance and Business Services wrote the President Mr. Tony 
Vidal and advised “Leamington Council has directed that CFTV’s request for grant funding be 
decreased and/or eliminated as CFTV becomes self sustainable”.  
 
CFTV 34 was advised in 2010 of the budget/grant request process; however, did not submit a grant 
request. In reviewing this matter further with CFTV representatives they indicated they felt it was more 
appropriate to not ask for a grant, but enter into a service agreement for broadcasting.  
 
Local Cable 100 CFTV 34 has been well received by the community for broadcasting the council 
meetings.  The station also delivers coverage of other community events such as news reports, 
parades and other specialty broadcasting. 
 
As council is aware, the Municipality through the Economic Development Officer is undertaking a 
communication’s strategy.  Part of that strategy was to request that surveys be completed in regard to 
communication methodology.  For information purposes, as a result of 93 surveys returned, 
approximately 17.8% indicated they watch, on occasion, the council meetings.  
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FINANCIAL IMPACT: 

CFTV 34 is requesting a one year fee for services in the amount of $20,000.  Discussion with CFTV 
34 representatives indicated the non-profit group may be flexible with respect to the amount charged 
for the service.  The Municipality has not provided funding in its 2010 budget for broadcasting 
services; however, within the budget “contribution to non profit entities” there is approximately $15,000 
for miscellaneous. In the past miscellaneous funds have been used to offset waiving of fees, loans to 
non profit groups, etc.  
 

 
CONCLUSION: 

It would be at the discretion of council whether they wish to enter into an agreement for broadcasting 
services.  
 
Representative of CFTV 34 advised that should Council not enter into a contract for television 
broadcasting, they will not continue to televise Leamington Council meetings. 
 
Representatives of CFTV 34 have received a copy of this report and have registered as a delegation 
to answer any questions Council may have in regard to this matter.

RE: CLOSURE AND TRANSFER OF STREETS AND ALLEYS - PARTS 3, 4, 7, 10 AND 

12, PLAN 12R-24292 TO ABUTTING PROEPRTY OWNERS

AIM: 
 
To report upon the steps taken to date to close streets and a two alleys in the municipality and transfer 
the lands to the abutting land owners. 
 
 
BACKGROUND: 
 
As council may recall, at the Special Council meeting held March 15, 2010, Confidential Report 
CL/04/10 dated March 5, 2010 regarding a proposed transfer of lands known as Part Lot 10, Broken 
Front Concession, Registered Plan 1221 was considered and the following resolution passed at the 
Council Meeting held later that evening: 
 

“No. C-101-10 
 

That the Municipality enter into an agreement with the owners of Part Lot 10, Broken Front 
Concession, for the transfer of certain lands known as Stella Avenue, Homestead Drive, 
Wilkinson Street and part of an alley, all as shown as Part 3 on a draft Reference Plan as 
described in Confidential Report CL/04/10; 

 
And that administration be directed to take all steps necessary to initiate the process to close 
the streets and alleys shown as Part 3 on the draft reference plan; 

 

And that the proceeds of sale, less all costs of the real estate transaction be deposited into the 
municipality’s contingency reserve account number 1-220-0220-0226.”

Report CL/07/10 – Close and Transfer Streets and Alleys                                                      _____         2 
 
THE PROCESS TO DATE: 
 
As prescribed by the Municipal Act, 2001, proper notice was given by the municipality to residents 
regarding the proposed closure of the roads and alleys and transfer to the abutting property owners.  
An advertisement was placed in the May 12, 2010 and May 19, 2010 editions of the Leamington Post.  
Further, a new Reference Plan was created and registered for the subject lands.   
 
Council may recall the terms of the Agreement of Purchase and Sale include a transfer price of 
$110,000.00 as well as all costs for the preparation and registration of the new Reference Plan.  The 
Agreement also includes a clause that if the property owner is unable to sell the lands, including the 
closed streets and alleys within 120 days, the agreement becomes null and void and the streets and 
alleys will not be transferred. 
 
 
RECOMMENDATION: 
 
That the lands described as Parts 3, 4, 7, 10 and 12 on Reference Plan 12R-24292 be closed and the 
lands be deemed surplus; 
 
And that By-law 37-10, being a by-law to stop up and close certain roads and part of an alley, and to 
convey the soil and freehold thereof be forwarded to Council for consideration; 
 
And that the Mayor and Clerk be authorized to take all steps necessary to transfer those lands 
described as Parts 3, 4, 7, 10 and 12 on Reference Plan 12R-24292 to the owners of the abutting 
lands known as Part 1 on Plan 12R-24292.  (Report CL/07/10)

: 

To report upon an application for site plan control for a proposed building addition to 
expand the freezer, production area and lunchroom for the fish processing operation 
located at 419 Kent Road 1. 
 
BACKGROUND
 

: 

Staff received an application from the owner of the subject property to construct an 
addition at 419 Kent Road 1.  There is an existing site plan agreement dated March 19, 
2004.  The proposed site plan agreement would amend the existing agreement. 
 
Property Description
 

: 

The subject property is 
described as West Part Lot 24, 
Concession 4 being Part 1, 
Plan 12R-19187, locally 
known as 419 Kent Road 1, in 
the former Township of 
Mersea and now in the 
Municipality of Leamington.   
See key map attached.  
 
The area of the subject 
property consists of .90 Acres.  
The property fronts Kent Road 
1.  It abuts a mix of residential 
and agricultural to the north, 
agricultural to the south, 
residential to the east 
(Municipality of Chatham-
Kent) and agricultural to the 
west.  
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
