

























































































It should be noted, that although there is currently some minor road
construction on Seacliff Drive between the Bevel Line and Road 12, the
Triathlon Committee has met with the municipal Engineer and will
continue to meet weekly to monitor the situation and work together to
ensure the road is suitable for the bike race.

Leamington Police will assist with traffic control at:

a) Robson Road and Erie Street;

b) Robson Road and Cherry Lane;

c) Cherry Lane and Seacliff Drive;

d) Seacliff Drive and Bevel Line Road;

e) Seacliff Drive and Road 12.

Leamington Police recommend traffic on Robson Road (from Erie Street
South to Cherry Lane) be reduced to one lane (eastbound only) to allow
the cyclists one lane only for their out and back route at 8:00 a.m. and to
be completed by 10:00 a.m. on Sunday, June 20th, 2010.

iii) Leamington Tomato Sprint Duathlon/Triathlon - Promenade Plaza - Sunday, June 20th,
2009:

The runners will leave the Transition Area at foot of Erie Street and
proceed east along the Marina Promenade to the sidewalk inside the
Marina parking lot, crossing the entrance to the Marina parking lot, and
continuing east in the south lane of Robson Road to Cherokee Lane. The
runners will then turn onto the sidewalk on the south side of Robson Road
and retrace their route on the sidewalk and along the Marina Promenade.
The runners will repeat this route to have finished two (2) full laps
equalling the required 5K distance; each lap is 2.5K (2 x 2.5K = 5K).

It should be noted that it will be the responsibility of the planning
committee to notify those business identities which may be impacted by
the proposed running/biking routes and events schedules; -- thus limiting
undo hardship to said businesses.

The total cost for policing for the Sunday, June 20th, 2010 will be
$600.00.

2. 2010 Triathlon In-Kind Requests:

As the proceeds from the above event are to be reinvested into the municipal Trails
system, Administration is recommending the following in-kind items:

» Kinsmen Recreation Complex Pool Rental $300.00;



3. Economic Spin-off:

The annual staging of this particular Triathlon Weekend should generate an economic
impact to the Municipality of Leamington.

While participation by community sport enthusiasts (i.e. runners, swimmers, walkers,
bikes, etc.) impact on our local services annually, the expenditures by visitors to such
events as the Leamington Triathlon Weekend represents an infusion of new spending in
the community (i.e. lodging, food, entertainment, souvenirs, etc.). The projected
economic and social impacts for this particular event are summarized below:

a) To result in $20,000 of new spending into the community over a two (2) day
period as athletes and their families will be encouraged to visit our community
prior to race day to socialize and train prior to their specific race. A total of 100
athletes are anticipated to stay overnight between the various events on the two
(2) days.

The International Association of Convention and Visitor Bureaus advise that an
average “delegate” to an event spends $273.08 per day. For the purposes of this
event, an average “delegate” will spend $200.00 per day and spend 1 day in our
community ($200 per day x 1day x 100 athletes = $20,000);

b) To involve 300 volunteers and support staff in this event;

4, The organizing committee to provide the Municipal Clerk with certificate of insurance in
the amount of $2,000,000 for the staging of this event with the Municipality of
Leamington named as additional insured.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

There is a positive financial impact that the Community Services Department and community-
members at large will be benefit from. The coordinators of the Leamington Triathlon Weekend
will reinvest the proceeds of $4000 or more towards the purchase of fitness equipment for the
MCR Trail located to the west of the parking lot at the Leamington Recreation Complex. This
contribution has been anticipated as a funding source in the 2010 capital budget for the fitness
trail project (Ellison to Talbot Road W., account 2-810-8810-7630)

Administration supports the in-kind donation of the LKRC Pool Rental which is $300. The
coordinators of the Leamington Triathlon Weekend pay for all policing costs associated with the
event.

RECOMMENDATION:

That the request of the “Leamington Triathlon Weekend” planning committee to utilize the
municipal facilities and municipal right-of-ways outlined in Manager of Culture and Recreation
Report REC 07/10 be approved, subject to the parties conducting the staging of said events in a
manner satisfactory to municipal officials;

And further, subject to the planning committee providing the municipal clerk with a satisfactory
certificate of insurance and with the municipality named as additional insured;

And further, that said municipal facility costs, policing costs, etc. be the responsibility of the local
Leamington Triathlon planning committee.

2010 4 WHEEL DRIVE DIESEL TRACTOR

AlIM:

To seek Council consideration towards the purchase of a tractor for the Public Works
Department.

BACKGROUND:

1. Council will recall that during the 2010 capital deliberation process administration
requested approval to purchase a Tractor with 10’ Rotary Mower and Boom Flail
attachment. Council authorized an expenditure of $150,000.00.

2. Administration requested quotation for the 10’ Rotary Mower. Three dealers
provided prices and Advantage Farm Equipment was the lowest quote at a price
of $10,818.00 including trade-in. This equipment has been ordered and expected
deliver by mid June.

COMMENTS:
1. Administration received closed tenders from 5 dealers (see attachment).
2. Administration reviewed submitted tenders and their specifications. All bidders

met the required specifications.

3. Delta Power Equipment Ltd was the low tender, quoting a 2010 New Holland
T5050 with front loader attachment, with a price of $42,433.00 excluding taxes
but includes a trade- in allowance of $13,500.00 for the 1999 Valmet.

4. It should be noted that staff are in the process of tendering the boom flail
attachment. It is anticipated that all 3 items will be under the approved budget
figure of $150.000.00

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

That the low bidder in the amount of $42,433.00 be assessed to the Public Works
Capital account 2-510-8546-8940 as per PW 09 10 report. It should be noted the
purchase price for the 1999 Valmet was $48,599.00 amortized over 10 years. This
equipment was fully amortized in June 2009. Proceeds from disposal are $13,500.00

CONCLUSION:

Staff is of the opinion that the New Holland T5050 Diesel tractor with front loader bucket
attachment would best suit the needs of the Public Works Department. This equipment
will be utilized for weed cutting, roadside mowing, ditch, brushing and with the bucket
attachment can be included in winter control operations.

RECOMMENDATION:

THAT administration be authorized to purchase a 2010 New Holland 1505 Tractor from
Delta Power Equipment Ltd, 328 Talbot St North Essex, Ontario N8M 2W4 in the
amount of Forty two thousand four hundred and thirty three dollars, excluding taxes; as
per PW 09 10.

To report to council on correspondence which has been received from the Leamington Tomato
Festival Committee.

BACKGROUND:

Correspondence has been received from the Tomato Festival Committee which reads as
follows:

“Mr. Cameron McKay:

The Tomato Festival respectfully requests permission from the Municipality to close the
following roadways to conduct the Festival's 20710 Custom Car Show in Uptown
Leamington in conjunction with the Uptown B.l.A. on Sunday, August 22, 2010 from 9:00
a.m. to 5:00 p.m.:

(1) Talbot Street West from Erie Street North to Fox Street;
(2) Queen Street from Talbot Street West to John Street.

As noted this year’s festival is requesting relocation to the Marina Harbour/waterfront
area and is scheduled for August 20, 21 and 22, and does involve the following
municipal facilities: -- Marina, Robson Road Park and Waterfront Promenade.

At the April 19, 2010 council meeting, council approved the relocation of the Tomato
Festival including the Sunday car show along the Marina Promenade.



COMMENTS:

1. The location change is due to the number of vehicles that will be showing at this event.
The number exceeds the available space along the promenade.

2. The committee has also expressed concern with regards to the current agreement with
the residents adjacent the walkway/promenade and felt the location change would be in
their best interest.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

Administration anticipates the cost for the one day detour of the uptown will cost approximately
$300.00 and suggest this cost be assessed to the Public Works Special Event account 510-

8554-5010.

RECOMMENDATION:

That the request of the Leamington Tomato Festival Committee for permission to close Talbot
Street West from Erie Street to Albert and Queen Street from Talbot Street to John Street on
August 22, 2010 between 9:00am and 5:00pm for the 2010 Tomato Festival Car Show be
approved, subject to the applicant agreeing to the following conditions.

To use and occupy only those areas of the requested facilities approved by
administration of the Municipality of Leamington;

To indemnify and save harmless the Corporation of the Municipality of
Leamington, by maintaining an insurance policy to the satisfaction of the
municipal solicitor which must be submitted to the Director of Corporate Services
prior to the staging of the 2010 Tomato Festival;

The event organizers will be responsible to carry out periodic Health and Safety
Inspections throughout the duration of the event. The inspections are to be
carried out by an individual certified in Health and Safety. Organizers are to
show proof of certification of said inspector.

To conduct the staging of the Tomato Festival festivities in a manner satisfactory
to the Corporation of the Municipality of Leamington;

To keep the designated facilities in a clean and sanitary condition and leave the
facilities in the same condition that they were, on the day that the area become
occupied by the applicant. Provided that these conditions are not met, the
Corporation may undertake the work to clean up such portions utilized by the
applicant and the applicant shall bear the costs of labour and materials required
to clean the above-mentioned facilities;

To provide remuneration for any additional work (work above and beyond what
as been agreed to by the municipal P. W. Dept.) in connection with the
preparation of the above mentioned facilities, during the Tomato Festival 2010;



g) To comply with all the municipal, provincial, and federal regulations as may be
applicable to the scheduled activities;

h) To provide, at its expense, portable toilet facilities as may be required by the
medical officer of health of the Windsor Essex County Health Unit;

i) That the Council of the Corporation of the Municipality of Leamington in the
interest of public safety, may in its discretion terminate this agreement;

j) To not erect or permit to be erected or located, any refreshment booths or other
concessions in any other location or area other than those approved or
designated by the Administration;

And further, that a 25’ wide emergency vehicle access route be free at all times as per (Report
PW 10/10).
