RE:  Waste Collection Route Changes 

           
 

 
AIM: 

To recommend Council approval of proposed route changes for waste collection in 2012 
 

 
BACKGROUND: 

Clauses 1.4, 2.4, and 3.4 of the Scope of Work in the Sanitation Contract (for the three waste 
streams, Urban Garbage, Rural Garbage and Urban Yard Waste) state:  
 

  Haul Routes 
 

 Existing collection days and route areas are to be followed, (see attached 
Appendix).  The contractor is at liberty to select the most appropriate 
routing within each daily route area.  Tenderers can determine existing 
routing by observation of the present contractor operation. 
  

   After the commencement of the Contract, the Contractor may   
   make alterations to the haul routes to maximize the efficiency of its  
   collection equipment and personnel.  Alterations must be made in   
   consultation with the Municipality, and can only be implemented   
   at the end of each year upon approval of the Municipality, allowing  
   sufficient time for public education and notification of the change.    
   Notification and public education is the responsibility of the    
   Contractor.  Any approved changes will be placed in the Waste   
   Collection Calendar. 
 
The contractor, Windsor Disposal Services, has indicated that they wish to make alterations to 
the collection routes commencing on February 1st 2012, which coincides with the new Collection 
Calendar.  The existing routes and new proposed routes are indicated by the maps in the 
Appendix.   
 
Administration believes that the proposal will in fact streamline the collection process.  
Essentially the routes would change as follows. (Note that Oak St. refers to the East/West 
thoroughfare being County Rd 34 to County Rd 48 to Oak St to 2nd Concession Rd/Mersea Rd. 
2): 
 

• Garbage – Urban: Routes would be reduced from 5 areas, each with its own day for 
collection, to 2 areas, divided by Oak St., with collection North of Oak St. on Tuesdays, 
and collection south of Oak St. on Fridays 

• Garbage – Rural:  Routes would be reduced from 4 areas, each with its own day for 
collection, to 2 areas, divided by Oak Street, with collection North of Oak St. on 
Thursdays, and collection South of Oak St. on Wednesdays.

• Yard Waste – Urban:  Routes would be reduced from 3 areas, each with its own day for 

collection, to 2 areas, divided by Erie St., with collection West of Erie St. on Fridays, and 
collection East of Erie St. on Wednesdays.  

 

 
COMMENTS: 

The proposed changes will simplify the question of when a resident has to place material out for 
collection, and it will assist municipal staff when questioned as to the appropriate day, since the 
day will be dependant only upon whether one resides North or South of Oak St. for garbage 
collection; and East or West of Erie St. for yard waste collection. 
 
The change will also reduce the number of days that waste is out for collection.  In the case of 
the urban area, garbage will only be out on Tuesdays and Friday, instead of each weekday. 
 
The change should also eliminate confusion around collection after a holiday, since most 
holidays are on Mondays, and there will be no Monday collections. 
 
If the new schedule is approved by Council, Administration will work diligently to ensure that 
residents are aware of their new day for garbage collection, should their collection day change. 
While there will inevitably be some confusion during the transition phase, this should be short 
lived and be far outweighed by the benefits of only having roadside garbage twice per week 
throughout the Municipality. 
 

 
FINANCIAL IMPACT: 

There is no financial impact of this proposed change in collection routes. 
   

 
RECOMMENDATION: 

That Council approve the route changes for waste collection proposed for 2012.
