
BIA Board of 
Management (Board)

prepares an annual budget. 
The budget covers the 
operations for the BIA, 

programs for members, 
beautification of the 

mainstreet, marketing of 
the area and more. 

Municipal Council 
approves the budget. 
Each year the Board

presents their budget 
to Council for approval.

Individual businesses 
are assessed. 

MPAC assesses the 
commercial property value 
of the space each business 
occupies in the BIA based 

on a number of factors.

Assessments are 
added together. 

The individual business 
assessments are combined 

to create a total taxable 
business assessment for 

the area. 

BIA tax rate is
 calculated. 

Annual BIA tax rate is calculated by dividing 
the budget set by the Board by the total 

taxable business assessment for the area. 

BIA tax determined. 
The BIA tax rate is then 

applied to individual 
businesses to determine the 

total that each one pays.

BIA tax is collected 
and transferred. 

The Municipality collects 
BIA taxes from all 

businesses in the BIA 
and transfers the full 
amount to the Board.

Board gets to work. 
The BIA delivers services 

and programs for 
members using the 

funds from the BIA tax.
